History of ParisTech

In 1991 nine high schools of Agricultural Scientists / engineers from Paris created an association called “High Schools of Agricultural Engineers of Paris” They developed common actions during the 90’s, mainly oriented toward international recognition.

The name of ParisTech was adopted in 1999. New schools joined progressively.

· In 2007, a decree created the Institute of Sciences and Technologies of Paris (ParisTech) as a public establishment for scientific cooperation, thus giving to ParisTech a framework for its development. The missions given to this establishment cover the different areas of research and education.

Commissions consisting of concerned staff in the different schools make the decisions with respect to the guidelines in the main areas of activity.

A committee for strategic orientations consisting of several major French companies gives the strategic impulse and extends to ParisTech  the network of relations existing between the schools and the economical world.

The Board consists of a representative of each founding member and elected members from scientific committees of founding schools. It has been chaired since 2007 by Cyrille van Effenterre former director of ENGREF (Ecole Nationale du Genie Rural et des Eaux et Forêts)

Statutes make provision for the creation of a restricted executive board and the creation of a consultative scientific council made of representatives of the scientific councils of the members, and other  outside scientific personalities.

In total ParisTech represents:

· 18 900 students of which 31% are foreigners

· 3 500 teaching searchers

· 6 200 graduates every year

· 200 000 graduates around the world

· 126 laboratories

· 500 theses every year

· 18 000 publications during the last 5 years

· 2 870 research contracts with private companies
