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For us CEDIA is fundamentally a confederation of associations of professionals and the support of the professional interests of its members in the European sphere should be a priority. The activity of the professionals who are members of our associations has an important link with the regulations developed in the CAP and with other facets of the common policy. Having an instrument that allows us to be informed and be heard on topics of interest to our professionals would be an important facet to be covered by CEDIA.

Another aspect that must be covered is that of defining our profession and getting it recognized as such at a European level. The definition of the profession also entails the establishment of the training standards that allow its exercise at the national level and, on the other hand, establish the protocols that can lead to mutual professional recognition among the members of CEDIA.

In a single market, it would also be desirable to have services at European level that would allow our professionals to access to the community labor market, promoting forums with employers and disseminating opportunities among members.

In short, from our organization we think that CEDIA should be a lobby for the profession of agronomist at European level, a forum for collaboration between the different associations that integrate it to simplify the work of our professionals in the different states and a facilitator of the professional activity.

All this would lead us to an association that has a stable presence before the European organizations and a more agile operation of its internal government.
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
